Attendance at the first Cranfest in 1973 was 3,500, and there were 75 booths. Since then it
has grown from a small community festival to an international event with about 100,000
visitors each year.

The festival was started to raise funds to improve the quality of life in the Village of

Warrens.

14 people serve on the festival ds board of ¢
volunteers working during the threly festival from all the surrounding counties.

The festival is a registered nonprofit organization and has given over 2 million dollars in
donations over its 38 years of existence. These donations have benefited the Village of
Warrens, area schools, fire department and Lions Club, along with many other local
organizations. Several scholarships have also been awarded by Cranfest.

In appreciation and recognition of the donated use of their property during Cranfest,
Warrens Cranberry Festival donates $100 per year to village property owners in Warrens.
The money is to be put toward the cost of minor repairs or beautification of their property.

In addition, up to $2,500 grants per year have been donated to property owners for past
improvements.

The festival benefits all of Monroe County and surrounding counties by filling area motels,
bed & breakfasts, campgrounds, restaurants and gas stations. All told, Cranfest brings over 3
million dollars in revenue to the county each year.
