Remembering June Potter Jensen

   The Village of Warrens and the Warrens Cranberry Festival 

was sad to hear of the passing of June Potter Jensen, one of the 

original founders of the festival. She passed on Jan. 19, 2010 at 

Agape Acres at age 92. 

   She was very active in the festival and took over as treasurer 

after Jerry Schaller. It was the year the festival went in the red, 

and June helped get us back on deck. We went to the Township 

of Lincoln Fire Dept. to borrow $500 to purchase buttons to have 

start up money for the next festival. Her son Ronnie Jensen was 

our horse show chairman, and Ronnieôs wife, Karen, was chair of 

our musical entertainment. We had a street dance by the bank. 

We booked a high end country western show on the school  

parking lot. It was 48 degrees and pouring rain. We had one bus 

tour of 42 people from Richland Center that paid to see the  

country show. Everything came together to put us in the red. June 

went to work getting our treasury back in the black and served 

until I took over after she retired. 

   She retired from F&M Bank in Tomah and was working at our 

bank in Warrens. She got permission to use the basement for our 

Youth Art Show and our Cranberry Goodie Shoppe in the lobby 

of the bank, which she chaired with Stephanie Scott. June  

remained an active member of the festival for several years and 

always had an interest in it and the Warrens community. 

   June helped the Warrens Jaycees get off the ground through her 

niece Peggy Potter Anderson with their project of building the 

ñSorenson Shelterò in the ballpark that we still use today. She 

was very proud of the ñCranberry Museumò owned by Dale and 

Peggy Anderson and donated items and money to help it grow. 

The Warrens Ballpark was another project she was involved in, 

and she was responsible for its beautiful lights. She also pushed 

to get bleachers so everyone could watch the games.  

   She was very active in the ñWarrens Mills Cemeteryò as  

secretary/treasurer for 17 years. She spent her summers cleaning 

all the cemetery stones of moss, developed our flag area where 

we hold Memorial Day services, developed the roadways and set 

up a donation fund for improvements to continue work at the  

cemetery. 

   June was active on the State Graded School of Warrens board 

in the early days before it joined the Tomah school system. She 

helped raise money by holding cakewalks in the school gym to 

ensure we had extras as children living in Warrens. She made 

sure we had tap dancing and tumbling for exercise in the late 

1940s-50s in the basement of the school, which served as the 

gym at that time.  

   June was a true Warrens girl and very proud of her community. 

She always worked to try and make our village and surrounding 

community a great place to live. She will be remembered by all 

of us who worked and learned from her for her contributions to 

our community. She taught us well. We continue her work in the 

festival and through the current Cranberry Discovery Center, the 

Warrens Mills Cemetery and our great ballpark.

CRANBERRY CUISINE 

Valentineôs Day Cookies 

Valentineôs Day Cranberry Shortbread Cookies

Ingredients 

Flour - 1 cup 

Butter - 1 stick (1/2 cup) 

Powdered sugar - 1/2 cup 

Vanilla - 1 teaspoon 

Salt - 1/2 teaspoon 

Dried Cranberries - 1/4 cup (finely chopped)  

 

Combine all the above ingredients except cranberries. Make it as 

a crumbly dough. Next add the cranberries and knead the dough 

until the cranberries are equally mixed. 

 

Wrap the dough in a plastic wrap and refrigerate for 30 minutes. 

Then flour the board slightly and roll out the disk, about 1/2 

inch thick.  

 

Then using a heart shape cookie cutter, cut out cookies and lay 

them on a baking sheet. Knead the remaining dough and again 

do the same process and make as many cookies you need. 

 

Bake the cookies at 350 degrees for around 20 minutes or until 

the sides of the cookies turn slightly brown. 

 

Note : For perfect shortbread cookies do not over mix or over 

knead the dough. Do not bake the cookies to a deep golden 

brown.  

These cranberry shortbread cookies are the perfect sweet treat for your valentine.

NEW THIS YEAR! The festival has decided to reveal the 2011 at the 2010 Cranfest. This means that instead of designing this 

yearôs button for the contest, you will be designing next yearôs button. Because the winning design will be revealed at Cranfest, 

the winner must be present at the revealing, which will take place on Sunday of the festival before the parade. 

 

Rules 

All designs must be for the appropriate year. For this yearôs contest, design buttons for the 39th Annual Cranfest,            

September 23-25, 2011. 

Design must be in color. The design should be round and 6ò in diameter and submitted on 81/2 x 11ò white paper to facilitate 

judging. 

One entry per sheet. You may enter up to 3 entries, but only one entry can win a cash prize. 

The button design must be no more than 4 colors, including black. DO NOT USE BLACK for background.   

       a.  Date:  23-25 September 2011 or September 23-25, 2011  (May abbreviate to Sept.) 

       b.  Place:  Warrens, WI (not Wis or Wisconsin or Wisc. or Wi) 

       c.  Name:  Cranberry Festival - NOT CRANFEST 

       d.  Year:  39th Annual 

       e.  Theme:  MUST pertain to cranberries  

      f.  Block lettering is preferred, no cursive or calligraphy. Think of reducing down to button size. Place lettering                   

 around the outside (perimeter) of button only! 

The button design should be simple and original - avoid a cluttered look - have impact!  Suggestion:  Reduce your design on a 

copy machine to button size (2ıò round) to get a better view. 

The contest is open to anyone of any age that has an interest in the contest. 

All entries must include ON BACK SIDE, entrants name, mailing address with zip, phone number with area code.  PLEASE 

PRINT! 

Entries can be hand-drawn or done on a computer. Computer entries should be e-mailed as both a JPEG and PDF. Please 

remember to include all entry information (name, address, phone number) in the e-mail. E-mail entries to office@cranfest.com. 

All entries become the property of the Warrens Cranberry Festival, Inc. to be used for any purpose they select,  

        primarily the button, patches and sweatshirts/tees. 

All entries will be judged on originality, simplicity and visual impact. 

 

Deadline for entries is June 1, 2010.  Your postmark must be no later than June 1 to qualify for judging.  Winners will be           

announced as soon as possible after the judging. 

 

All entries will be selected and judged by art professionals, cranberry growers, cranberry festival board members or people in the 

field  of graphic design.  Minor changes/alterations may be made at discretion of judges or to facilitate printing. Entries that do not 

meet the above requirements may be disqualified. 

 

Prizes: There are two categories: adult and youth. Youth entries must be 14 or younger. Please print ñyouth entryò and age on the 

back of your entry. Schools are invited to participate and may enter as many from a class as they wish.  

However, there should be no more than three entries for each individual.

Beautification of Warrens  

In appreciation and recognition of the donated use of your Warrens property during the Warrens Cranberry  

Festival, the festival will donate to the village a sum of money. This is equivalent to $100 per property. This is 

available to property owners within the village limits to be used to help offset the cost of minor repairs or  

beautification of their property.  

 

The money may be used for any of the following:  

1. Hanging planters, planting boxes (excluding landscaping)  

2. Picnic tables  

3. Fire/house number plaques  

4. Bird houses  

5. Enclosed garbage/propane tank areas  

6. Paint/siding  

7. Shutters  

Note: These are only a few suggestions.  

 

Every property ownerð including primary owners, rental units and businessð in the village limits of Warrens may 

obtain these funds by bringing copies of the receipts before Sept. 1, 2010, to the Cranberry Festival office. You will 

then be reimbursed within the month for the cost of the materials or items, excluding labor.  

 

If you are the owner of more than one piece of property, you may receive money for each property you own as long 

as the money is used on each property. For example, if you own two properties, you are eligible for $100 per  

property ($200), but the money must be used on each property. You cannot use $200 on one property and nothing 

on the other.
