CRANBERRY CUISINE 

Spring into Cranberries with Cranberry Orange Streusel Bread  

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees. 

 

Prepare the streusel mix and the bread mix in two separate 

bowls. 

 

For the streusel mix, combine 1/3 cup brown sugar (light or 

dark), 3 tablespoons flour and 2 tablespoons margarine. If 

you like nuts, add approximately 3/4 cup of your favorite 

chopped nuts. 

 

For the bread mix, combine 2 cups flour, 1 1/2 teaspoons 

baking powder, 1/4 teaspoon salt, 1 teaspoon nutmeg, 3 

tablespoons melted margarine, 1 egg lightly beaten, 3/4 cup 

orange juice, grated peel of one large orange and 1 cup 

cranberries, either fresh or dried 

 

Grease or flour a 9x5-inch loaf pan. Pour into the pan half 

of the bread batter, then add half of the streusel mix. Then 

pour the second half of the bread batter and then the second 

half of the streusel mix. 

 

When the oven has preheated to 350 degrees, put your 

bread into the oven and bake for one hour and 10 minutes.

yearôs button for the contest, you will be designing next yearôs button. Because the winning design will be revealed at Cranfest, 

the winner must be present at the revealing, which will take place on Sunday of the festival before the parade. 

 

Rules 

All designs must be for the appropriate year. For this yearôs contest, design buttons for the 39th Annual Cranfest,            

September 23-25, 2011. 

Design must be in color. The design should be round and 6ò in diameter and submitted on 81/2 x 11ò white paper to facilitate 

judging. 

One entry per sheet. You may enter up to 3 entries, but only one entry can win a cash prize. 

DO NOT USE BLACK for background.   

       a.  Date:  23-25 September 2011 or September 23-25, 2011  (May abbreviate to Sept.) 

       b.  Place:  Warrens, WI (not Wis or Wisconsin or Wisc. or Wi) 

       c.  Name:  Cranberry Festival - NOT CRANFEST 

       d.  Year:  39th Annual 

       e.  Theme:  MUST pertain to cranberries  

      f.  Block lettering is preferred, no cursive or calligraphy. Think of reducing down to button size. Place lettering                   

 around the outside (perimeter) of button only! 

The button design should be simple and original - avoid a cluttered look - have impact!  Suggestion:  Reduce your design on a 

copy machine to button size (2ıò round) to get a better view. 

The contest is open to anyone of any age that has an interest in the contest. 

All entries must include ON BACK SIDE, entrantôs name, mailing address with zip and phone number with area code. PLEASE 

PRINT! 

Entries can be hand-drawn or done on a computer. Computer entries should be emailed as both a JPEG and PDF. Please  

remember to include all entry information (name, address, phone number) in the email. Email entries to office@cranfest.com. 

All entries become the property of the Warrens Cranberry Festival, Inc. to be used for any purpose they select,  

        primarily the button, patches and sweatshirts/tees. 

All entries will be judged on originality, simplicity and visual impact. 

 

Deadline for entries is June 1, 2010.  Your postmark must be no later than June 1 to qualify for judging.  Winners will be           

announced as soon as possible after the judging. 

 

All entries will be selected and judged by art professionals, cranberry growers, cranberry festival board members or people in the 

field  of graphic design.  Minor changes/alterations may be made at discretion of judges or to facilitate printing. Entries that do not 

meet the above requirements may be disqualified. 

 

Prizes: There are two categories: adult and youth. Youth entries must be 14 or younger. Please print ñyouth entryò and age on the 

back of your entry. Schools are invited to participate and may enter as many from a class as they wish.  

However, there should be no more than three entries for each individual.

 The 38th Annual Warrens Cranberry Festival Cranberry Recipe Contest invites you to create a unique original  recipe and  

DISCOVER CRANBERRIES . A recipe may be for bread, a main dish, a dessert, snack, beverage, salad, a soup, jam or jelly, etc. 

Each recipe must contain fresh or processed cranberries.  Recipes containing fresh and fresh frozen berries are included in the 

Fresh Cranberry Division.  Recipes containing commercially prepared cranberry products, for example, juices, relishes, sauces, dried 

cranberries, etc. are included in the Processed Cranberry Division 

  

                               F = Fresh Cranberry Division  P = Processed Cranberry Division 

 

The contest is open to all cooks 8 years and older, except professional chefs.  You do not need to be a Wisconsin resident to enter.   

 

RECIPES MUST BE ORIGINAL, NEVER  PUBLISHED IN PRINT OR ON LINE   If the recipe is derived from a previously 

published one, it must feature changes considered significant by the judges, at their sole discretion.  Such changes include at least 3 

different  ingredients, new recipe name, and changes in method of preparation.   

 

Each recipe must be typed or printed in black ink on a standard 8İò x 11ò sheet of paper with the Recipe Title and Division 

in the upper left-hand corner.  The contestantôs name, address, and telephone number should appear in the lower left-hand corner.  

List all ingredients in order of use, using standard US weights & measures.  Ingredients must be readily available.  Give step-by-

step directions for preparation.  Include size of pan or utensils required, cooking temperatures, and times, and number of servings 

or yield.  Entries may be eliminated if above rules are not followed. 

  

Contestants may submit a maximum of two recipes in each division.  A contestant may have only one recipe selected for the final 

competition.  Each recipe must be mailed in a separate envelope.  If duplicate recipes are received, the earliest postmark will be 

used. 

  

Twenty finalists will be selected, ten from each division.  Two alternates will also be selected from each division.  The competition 

will be part of the Warrens Cranberry Festival.  To be eligible for prizes, a finalist must personally bring his/her finished  

product, prepared exactly from the recipe submitted, to the Warrens Elementary School Gym in Warrens, Wisconsin  

between 10:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. on Friday, September 24, 2010.  Judging will begin at 11:30 a.m.  Winners must be present 

to accept prizes.   

 

An alternate may become a finalist prior to the day of the contest or on the day of the judging in the event that a finalist withdraws.  

For this reason, alternates are invited to bring their prepared products on the day of the actual contest.  An alternate who is present at 

the time of judging will be eligible to move up into a finalist position if a finalist fails to appear.  Only those alternates who become 

finalists will be judged.  

   

Each finalist will be allotted a display area measuring 24ò wide x 14ò deep to display his or her product.  A colorful placemat, a  

centerpiece, a special platter, or dish would be appropriate to include.  The visual presentation score will be based upon the  

attractiveness of the arrangement, which will include the product entered in the competition. 

 

Judging Procedures:  Recipes will be judged on uniqueness 20%, visual presentation 10%, taste, and overall quality of item  

produced 50%, and ease of preparation 20%.  

  

Prizes:  Six top prizes of $100, $75, and $50 savings bonds, sponsored by the F & M Bank of Tomah and Warrens will be 

awarded to the first, second and third place winners in both the fresh and processed cranberry recipe divisions.  Kitchen Craft/West 

Bend will award each winner a piece of cookware. 

  

Finalists will be notified by July 15, 2010.

 Kitchen Craft/West Bend will have a display and demonstration area; they will be doing demonstrations on both Friday and 

Saturday, September 24 and 25. 
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For this contest, entrants design a pictorial cancellation, or postmark. The size of the artwork 

should be no larger than 3 inches horizontally and 1 1/2 inches vertically. This prevents the  

cancellation mark from covering too much area on the article to be cancelled. This size also 

does not interfere with the address block.  

 

The artwork must be camera-ready (black ink, slick paper) or on plain white bond paper with 

black ink, one date for each page.  

 

Lettering must be typewritten, mechanically produced or professionally hand lettered. This will 

ensure the hand stamp manufacturer produces a quality hand stamp.  

 

The pictorial cancellation design must include:  

A. Name of event followed by the word ñStationò or ñSta.ò  

(example: Warrens Cranberry Festival StationðNOT CRANFEST)  

B. Place: Warrens, WI 54666  

C. Date: September 24-26, 2010 or 24-26 September 2010  

D. Theme: Should pertain to cranberries or Cranberry Festival  

 

The pictorial cancellation design should be simpleð avoid a cluttered look. Artwork that can be 

photocopied and result in a sharp, clear image is desirable (no pencil work). The artwork and 

lettering should be dark so it can be raised to receive the ink when the stamp is used.  

 

To enter: All entries must include ON BACK SIDE, entrantôs name, mailing address with zip 

code and phone number with area code. Youth entries should include age. PLEASE PRINT!  

 

All entries must be submitted on 8 1/2 x 11-inch white paper. One entry per sheet. No more 

than 2 entries per person. Deadline for entries is July 1, 2010. All entries must be postmarked 

no later than July 1 to qualify for judging.

The contest is chaired by the Postmaster of the Warrens post office.

Cranberry Festival, will be awarded to the winner of the contest.

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Beautification of Warrens  

In appreciation and recognition of the donated use of your Warrens property during the Warrens Cranberry  

Festival, the festival will donate to the village a sum of money. This is equivalent to $100 per property. This is 

available to property owners within the village limits to be used to help offset the cost of minor repairs or  

beautification of their property.  

 

The money may be used for any of the following:  

1. Hanging planters, planting boxes (excluding landscaping)  

2. Picnic tables  

3. Fire/house number plaques  

4. Bird houses  

5. Enclosed garbage/propane tank areas  

6. Paint/siding  

7. Shutters  

Note: These are only a few suggestions.  

 

Every property ownerð including primary owners, rental units and businessesð in the village limits of Warrens 

may obtain these funds by bringing copies of the receipts before Sept. 1, 2010, to the Cranberry Festival office. 

You will then be reimbursed within the month for the cost of the materials or items, excluding labor.  

 

If you are the owner of more than one piece of property, you may receive money for each property you own as long 

as the money is used on each property. For example, if you own two properties, you are eligible for $100 per  

property ($200), but the money must be used on each property. You cannot use $200 on one property and nothing 

on the other.
