CRANBERRY CUISINE 

Cranberry Apple Pie 
 
Apple pie is a classic dessert, but add cranberries to the mix, and the dish takes on a whole new delicious taste! 

Try this recipe submitted by Wendy Koehler of Wausau. 

Ingredients 

 

2 prepared pie crusts 

5 large Golden Delicious apples 

Juice from 1 large lemon 

1/2 cup dark seedless raisins 

2 teaspoons vanilla extract 

3/4 teaspoon ground cinnamon 

2 cups fresh or frozen cranberries 

3/4 cup + 1 teaspoon granulated sugar, divided 

3 tablespoons all purpose flour 

1 large egg white 

2 teaspoons water 

 

Makes 8 servings. 

 

   Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Peel, core and thinly 

slice apples. Fold in raisins, cranberries and vanilla. In 

a small bowl, combine 3/4 cup sugar, cinnamon and 

flour. Stir into fruit mixture.  

   Arrange fruit in 9– or 10-inch pie shell. Cover with 

top crust. Mix together the egg white and water and 

brush over the top of pie. Sprinkle remaining table-

spoon of sugar. Place sheet foil underneath pie pan. 

Crimp edges to form rim to catch any drips during 

baking.  

   Cover pie loosely with a tent of foil. Bake for 40 

minutes. Remove foil from top of pie and bake 30 

minutes longer, or until apples are tender and crust is 

nicely browned.  

   Cool pie slightly on wire rack, and serve warm. Pie 

may also be served cold.

Beautification of Warrens 

   In appreciation and recognition of the donated use of your Warrens property during the Warrens Cranberry 

Festival, the festival will donate to the village a sum of money. This is equivalent to $100 per property. This is 

available to property owners within the village limits to be used to help offset the cost of minor repairs or 

beautification of their property. 

 

   The money may be used for any of the following: 

   1. Hanging planters, planting boxes (excluding landscaping) 

   2. Picnic tables 

   3. Fire/house number plaques 

   4. Bird houses 

   5. Enclosed garbage/propane tank areas 

   6. Paint/siding 

   7. Shutters 

 

   Note: These are only a few suggestions. 

 

   Every property owner— including primary owners, rental units and business— in the village limits of War-

rens may obtain these funds by bringing copies of the receipts before Sept. 1, 2009, to the Village Clerk. You 

will then be reimbursed within the month for the cost of the materials or items, excluding labor.  

   If you are the owner of more than one piece of property, you may receive money for each property you own 

as long as the money is used on each property. For example, if you own two properties, you are eligible for 

$100 per property ($200), but the money must be used on each property. You cannot use $200 on one property 

and nothing on the other.
