Refreshing Summer Recipes with Crantastic Twist  

Cranberry Pretzel Saladð Yield 12 servings  
 

Ingredients: 

3/4 Cup Melted Butter 

3 Tablespoons light brown sugar, firmly packed 

9 oz packaged pretzels, crushed 

6 oz package cranberry gelatin 

2 cups boiling water 

16 oz can whole cranberry sauce 

8 oz cream cheese, softened 

3/4 Cup granulated sugar 

8 oz whipped topping, thawed 
 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  Combine butter, brown 

sugar, and crushed pretzels in bowl.  Mix well.  Press into 

bottom of 9x13-inch baking dish.  Bake for 10 minutes.  

Cool.  Empty gelatin into medium bowl and add boiling 

water, stirring until dissolved.  Add cranberries and mix 

well.  Chill until partially set.  Combine cream cheese and 

sugar in a medium bowl.  Fold in whipped topping.  Spread 

over baked crust.  Spread cranberry/gelatin mixture over 

cream cheese layer.  Chill overnight.  Cut into squares. 

Mixed Berry Smoothie 
 

Ingredients: 

3/4 Cup white cranberry juice 

3/4 Cup frozen mixed berries 

1 6oz container berry flavored yogurt 

1/2 banana, cut into slices 
 

Combine all ingredients in a blender.  Blend for a few    

seconds on high speed or until ingredients are thoroughly 

combined.  Pour into a large glass. 
 

Cranberry Punch 
 

Ingredients: 

2 quarts cranberry juice cocktail 

2 liter 7-up 

1 can (12oz) frozen orange juice concentrate 

1/2 gallon raspberry sherbet 
 

Mix cranberry juice, 7-up and orange juice with 1/2 of the 

sherbet.  Just before serving, scoop the rest of the sherbet 

on top of the punch.  Serve in chilled glasses.
