This museum features 19" and 20™ century
American and decorative arts and is the landing place of a piece of Sputnik IV.
Guided tour available. ($10 docent fee per bus).

Head to Historic Downtown Manitowoc for a little afternoon shopping at
Timeless Treasures, featuring vintage clothing and jewelry; Lynn’s ClassiCloset,
a unique consignment shop for women with a heightened sense of style, or stop by
the Manitowoc Company Store to do your souvenir shopping.

Pinecrest Hlstorlcal Village - Costumed guides interpret farm and village life, 28
historic buildings with period furnishings. (20 or more $5 per
person, 20 or less $6 per person. Student rate is $3. Driver
and escort complimentary). Manitowoc County Heritage
Center — Discover a Civil War flag, learn the story of
Manitowoc’s famous circus performers, and see a 300-year-
old dugout canoe. (20 or more $3 per person, escort and
driver complimentary).
