Installation 

Steps for installation 
 
1. Reboot the computer and wait for it to completely turn on. 
2. Exit Voyager if it has started up. 
3. Insert the DVD you received into the DVD drive on your computer. 
4. After about 10 to 30 seconds you should see a screen like the one shown above. 
5. Click “Next” to begin the install (Install will take 5 to 10 minutes). 
6. When it is done click “Finish” to complete. 
7. Reboot the computer so all changes may take effect.

Installation Problems 
 
1. The DVD will not start up on it’s own (autoplay not working). 

�� Make sure you’ve given the DVD at least a minute to start on it’s own. 
�� Try ejecting and reinserting the DVD into the drive. 
�� If you have a second drive on the computer, try inserting the DVD there. 

2. A message reading “file in use” is displayed and the installation is stopped. 
�� Verify that Voyager is not currently running. 
�� Exit the installation and try it again.
