The student should be prepared to make payment in full 

for the above fees at the time of interview. 

Testing follows the completion of the course.  Each student 

will complete an application for testing during class; this 

application is submitted to the State of Wisconsin Testing 

Agency.  The Testing Agency will notify the Instructor of 

the scheduled date and time for testing.  The Instructor 

will, in turn, contact the student of the testing schedule.  

TB Test:  We require students to be screened for TB. The 

test will be given by the Nursing Assistant Instructor at 

the beginning of the program. 

Proper Dress:  Students may wear street attire (no shorts, 

no sleeveless tops, no bare midriffs) during the classroom 

session.  Use common 

sense.  When the clini-

cals begin, students are 

required to wear “scrub” 

uniforms, a good pair of 

walking shoes,  socks, 

and  a watch with a sec-

ond hand . Please do not 

wear excessive jewelry, 

no excessive perfumes 

or cologne. 

Students accepted into the class who are interested in 
employment with one of the three nursing facilities, 
should complete an employment application—for the 

specific nursing home—as soon as possible.   

Applications are reviewed and reference checks com-
pleted.  The Director of Nursing at the respective nursing 
facility will contact the student and arrange an interview if 

she is interested in pursuing employment possibilities.  

Individuals hired following successful completion of the 
Class and Testing will be reimbursed for the class fees.  
The reimbursement will be made in three payments:  the 
first payment will be made within two weeks of beginning 
employment, the second payment will be made following 
successful completion of 3 months of employment, and the 
remaining balance will be made following the successful 

completion of 6 months of employment.
